With a scintillating double overtime victory over Seneca Valley last Friday night, the Whitman Vikings put themselves in solid position to
extend this 2009 season into the playoffs.

The Vikings only needed a field goal to win as Seneca Valley, having gone first in the second OT, was stuffed on a
fourth and goal from the one yard line. Viking defensive coordinator Andy Lee called for an all -out blitz on the play, and tackle Danny Lee shot
his gap untouched and tackled Eagle fullback Bernard Wolley in the backfield.

It was a minor miracle that the game even went to the second overtime. All the Eagles needed to win the game was to kick the extra point
following their touchdown in the first ov ertime period. The Vikings had gone first and failed in their two -point conversion attempt following
Kevin Cecalafds three yard touchdown run.

The Vikings got off to a great start as they unveiled a new offensive weapon. Lee was sent in motion and used as a lead bloker for tailback
Cecala with great success. Cecala ran for 65 yards on 12 carries in the first quarter alone andreled up with 121 yards on 32 carries for the
game. The first big break of the game came on a Connor Gordon punt halfway through the first quarter. With the wind at his b ack Gordon
lofted a beautiful punt that drove the Eagle returner back inside his five yard line. With the ball drifting, the returner backpedalled but still had
the ball glance off his shoulder pads where the Vikings recovered at the Seneca Valley four yard line. Two Cecala runs brougt up a third and
goal from the one yard line. From there QB Henry Kuhn scored standing up on a sneak and the Lee kick made it 70. Seneca Valley tied the
score just prior to halftime on a short pass.

Whitman made some big plays in the second half, notably recovering an on-side kick and recovering another muffed punt deep in Eagle
territory, but couldnét capitalize on the "dhalpeithertastheiWhiimarsdefense<Senec a
characterized by typically tough and smart Whitman players who put themselves in position to make plays and then make some additional plays
based on heart and desire, forced numerous punts from the Eagles.
